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The goals for the TA-LA Partnership are to:

1.  Deepen, expand and intensify relationships between Israeli and American Jews, based on reciprocity and person-to-person connections, fostered where appropriate through institution-to-institution relationships, leading to greater understanding of each other.

1. Deepen Jewish identity and support the next stages of Zionism and Israel. 

2. Deepen a sense of Jewish peoplehood in both Communities.

3. Strengthen interdependent ties between our communities and impact community life.

4. Strengthen and enrich sponsoring institutions through their involvement with the Partnership. 

5. Maintain the Partnership as a long-term, evolving process of Jewish life.

6. Motivate and mobilize influential people in both communities, and prepare non-Jewish residents of the Los Angeles area to serve as goodwill ambassadors for Israel in general and Tel Aviv in particular. 

7. Establish activities that position Tel Aviv and Los Angeles as a model of excellence to other communities.

Programs funded through the Partnership should include most (but not necessarily all) of the following attributes:
· A clear and strong link to the Partnership goals.

· Mutual interest in and reciprocal benefit to both communities. 

· Ability to promote or implement Jewish pluralistic values.

· Measurable, realistic and vital results.

· Structural and organizational capacity for implementation and commitment for long-term viability after Partnership funding ends.

· Clear potential for visibility to enhance marketing of the Partnership activities.

· Ability to leverage and attract other sources of funding.

· Sensitive to the political or funding reality that must be taken into consideration.
