Vision
The Cincinnati-Netanya Partnership (CNP2K) envisions invigorated communities in Cincinnati and Netanya, where youth from each community is connected through individual friendships, to the other community. These individual, person-to-person connections between youth will nurture Jewish identity and "Arevut Hadadit" (BEING "My brother's keeper," being responsible for each other, caring for each other). 

Mission

Cincinnati-Netanya Partnership 2000 (CNP2K) will initiate/develop effective, meaningful, high-quality, experiential projects.  These projects will provide young people in each community with opportunities to explore [rediscover] jointly their Jewish Identity and their shared responsibility for each other's communities. Engaged youth will share their common experiences and insights with other persons in their communities. Projects will: 

· have a ripple effect within each community, 

· have continuity, and 

· aim to develop a sense of Jewish Identity for future generations. 

Young people will develop a good understanding of each other's perspectives and perceptions of local, Jewish and world issues/concerns. 
Impact & Visibility. The partnership aims to be as visible as possible within both communities and have the greatest possible impact among the people it reaches.

Principles of the Partnership

· Reciprocity:  Each party will both give and receive.
· Project Decision-Making, Management and Operations will be executed jointly. 

Target Audience(s)
The primary target audience of the partnership is young Jewish individuals who either are already influential in their communities or have the potential to become influential leaders in their communities.

CNP2K will work through Netanya's organizations that can support the mission of the partnership and through parents who would like to get their children interested in the partnership's activities.
